SOCIAL

Paul Preschool was founded around a Christian cur-
riculum, utilizing the cooperative gifts of dedicated
volunteers. Over the years, the congregation has
strongly supported the Preschool through staffing,
facility improvements, and scholarship assistance.

TODAY

The Preschool reaches out with Christ’s love to the
community around it. Included in the program are
a weekly chapel service, field trips, and music en-
richment. The Preschool Board and parent commit-
tee lend support to the program as well as special
events. We are now serving a second generation of
Quad City children.
